Motion -On January 14, 2004 a Motion (Reyes-Perry), Council File No. 04-0074, was introduced requesting the formation of a Task Force including representatives of the Environmental Affairs Department (EAD), as lead, and with the assistance of the Department of General Services (DGS), Planning Department, Department of Building and Safety (DBS), Los Angeles Fire Department (LAFD), Bureau of Engineering (BOE), Department of Water and Power (DWP), City Administrative Officer (CAO), City Attorney, and any other appropriate department or bureau, to implement a process, program, or procedure that will require City facilities to incorporate rooftop green spaces as an energy efficiency mechanism, and which uses among other cities mentioned in the text of the Motion, the City of Tokyo's roof garden ordinance as a model. The Task Force was requested to present a report of its findings for consideration by the Planning and Land Use Management (PLUM) and Environmental Quality and Waste Management (EQ) Committees.

On October 5, 2004, the City of Burbank, California adopted an ordinance that creates a voluntary "Green Architecture and Sustainable Building Program" and is designed to encourage the use of sustainable design to create high-performance buildings that minimize the impact on the environment by promoting reduced energy consumption; reduced water consumption; improved indoor and outdoor air quality; the use of renewable resources; the recycling of materials; and a reduction in the quantity of construction and demolition debris diverted to landfills. As a voluntary program, builders can take advantage of certain fee incentives if participation meets the criteria identified in the Ordinance.

THEREFORE MOVE that the Council request the Office of the City Attorney, in consultation with the rooftop Green Spaces Task Force, to prepare an ordinance modeled after the recently adopted October 5, 2004 City of Burbank, California voluntary "Green Architecture and Sustainable Building Program" ordinance, and present it for the review and consideration of the Planning and Land Use Management (PLUM) and Environmental Quality and Waste Management (EQ) Committees.
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
