1. ADOPT the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design "Certified" Level of the USGBC?s Rating System for all Department of Public Works new design and construction building projects 7,500 square feet or larger, effective July 1, 2003.

2. APPROVE the "City of Los Angeles Sustainable Building Initiative" dated November 2001, Transmittal No. 3 of the Department of Public Works report attached to the Council File.

3. DIRECT the Board of Public Works to explore and report back to Council within six months on the following matters:

a. Categories of projects, such as high-profile projects, that are most appropriate for the next higher Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design target: Silver.

b. Establishment of further sustainable building measures related to energy savings and waste reduction, such as the following:

1) Standards that exceed State of California energy standards (Title 24, Chapter 6).

2) On-site solar photovoltaics from which to draw a minimum percent of the building?s energy.

3) Use of recycled-content building materials.

4) Plans for the recycling of construction and demolition waste.

4. INSTRUCT the City Administrative Officer, Chief Legislative Analyst and Bureau of Engineering to work with the Department of Water and Power to allocate $10 million per year to a Leadership in Energy and Environmental Designs Fund by redirecting the monies from the Energy Conservation Public Benefits Program, to pay for all the energy components and all the buildings that the City wants certified as the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Designs compliant, including a list of projects that can be included to be fast tracked under this program.

5. INSTRUCT the City Administrative Officer to report back in 60 days on the costs for all City construction projects that will fall under this project.

9-12-03 - This day's Council session - Motion - Garcetti Mover 2003 / Smith / Perry - Significant savings in the operating costs and environmental impacts of City of Los Angeles buildings can be realized through adoption of strong standards for energy and resource conservation. On December 14, 2001, the Board of Public Works Commissioners adopted the recommendations in a Department of Public Works Report on "Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design" (LEED) building rating system. This building rating system measures the operating resources used by buildings, and provides a hierarchy of performance standards.

The Board of Public Works action provides that all construction building projects 7,500 square feet or larger achieve the "Certified" level of the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design System effective July 1, 2002. In the year since July 1, 2002, the Propositions Q and F building programs have been using Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design in their project design and construction cost analysis to achieve this "Certified" Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design rating. The recently completed Lake View Terrace Branch Library achieved the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design "Gold" rating for its operating efficiency. This period was an important pilot phase for the City of Los Angeles' Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design program and City staff learned to use the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design system.

After July 1, 2003, Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design 'Certified' standards are to be achieved by all City of Los Angeles building projects 7,500 square feet or larger, according to the April 19, 2002, Council action adopting the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design report (Council File 02-0182). Long term operating costs savings, in particular energy savings and waste reduction, are expected. the private sector building industry is also taking significant steps to save energy and reduce waste removal costs. This successful program should be extended to realize additional cost savings by exploring higher standards, particularly in the energy savings and waste reduction areas.

THEREFORE MOVE: to instruct The Board of Public Works to report back to Council within 30 days on the following:

1. Identify projects, such as high-profile projects, that are most appropriate for the next higher Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design target: Silver.

2. Establishment of further sustainable building measures related to energy savings and waste reduction, such as the following;

a) Standards that exceed State of California energy standards (Title 24, Chapter 6).

b) Standards for a percentage of the building's energy to be provided by on-site solar photovoltaics or other non-polluting co-generation method.

c) Standards for use of recycled-content buildings materials.

d) Standards for the recycling of construction and demolition waste.
